Key Concepts:

Authors may not directly state all of
the information that a reader should
take away from a story. Evidence in
the text and prior knowledge help
readers draw conclusions about what
they read.

Good readers draw conclusions to
help them make accurate predictions.

Word connotations can be positive,
negative, or neutral.

A suspense story focuses on building
suspense and creating a mood.
